Examination & Resit Policy 
To ensure fairness and academic integrity, we would like to clarify the school’s policy 
regarding students who are unable to sit for exams during the scheduled period. 
General Absence (Non-Emergency): 

1. No Resit: There will be no resit opportunities for general absences. 
2. Grading: A grade will be awarded based on continuous internal assessments. Due to 

the nature of this weightage, the maximum grade achievable is a B. 

Medical or Family Emergencies:  
        3. Resit Permission: A resit may be granted for students with a valid Medical Certificate 
(MC) or proven family emergency.  
       4. New Assessment: To maintain integrity, the subject teacher will set a different paper 
for the resit.  
        5. Deadline: All resits must be completed at least one week before the closing of the 
term. 

Cafeteria Matters: Cash and Credit Policy 
We would like to share a gentle but important request from our cafeteria operator. To 
ensure the smooth running of his services, we must remind parents that food cannot be 
provided on credit. 
 
Last term, the operator experienced a shortfall of nearly RM 2,000 in unpaid meals. This is 
unsustainable and unfair to the operator who works hard to provide for our children. To 
avoid any disappointment at mealtimes, please ensure your child has sufficient funds by: 

 Providing Cash: Ensuring they have enough daily for their meals. 
 Account Transfers: Top up your child's cafeteria account in advance. 

Moving forward, students without funds will not be able to take food on credit. We thank 
you for your understanding and cooperation in supporting our local vendors. 
We look forward to a productive and energetic term with your children. Thank you for your 
continued support of our school community.
